Excellency,

it pleases me, on behalf of the permanent delegations of the Gulf
Cooperation Council States, to draw your attention to the political risks, security
challenges and the economic and humanitarian hardships faced by the Republic of
Yemen, which threaten its security, stability, and the unity of its territory, as well
as undermining the chances of success for the process of peaceful transformation.
This situation is a source of deep concern for the GCC countries, the region, and to
the international community in its entirety. Since this represent an important phase
in the history of the Yemen; which require all of us, and the Security council in
particular, by virtue of its direct responsibility to maintain international peace and
security, according to the Charter of the United Nations; to stand by Yemen, in
view of the difficult circumstances it is now experiencing, and to support the
process of peaceful transformation, consolidate the principle of national
partnership, as well as restore security and stability. In this regard, we would like
to reiterate the position of the GCC countries which can be summarized in the
following main points.

e The GCC countries reiterate their support of the steps and measures taken
by His Excellency the President of the Republic of Yemen, Mr. Abd Rabhu
Mansour Hadi, to implement the outcomes of the Comprehensive National
Dialogue, to achieve security and stability for the brotherly people of the
Yemen.



The GCC countries emphasize the need for the full implementation of the

process of peaceful transformation in due time, and in line with the initiative
of the GCC countries and its implementation mechanism, as approved by the
Security Council in its resolutions 2014 (2011), 2015 (2012}, 2140 (2014).

The GCC countries condemn all terrorist activities and attacks targeting
civilians, infrastructure of oil, gas and electric, as well as state institutions,
including those attacks that aim to undermine the political process in Yemen.
The GCC countries also affirm their full commitment to the unity,
sovereignty, independence and territorial integrity of Yemen.

The GCC countries express their concern over the recent events in the
sisterly Republic of Yemen, and welcome the peace and national partnership
agreement reached on Sunday 21 Sept. 2014, and call for the
implementation of all its items, in accordance with the outcomes of the
national dialogue, and call for ending all armed manifestations in Sana’a and
other governates, that undermine the authority of the State. The GCC also
express their hope that Yemen will overcome this delicate stage in its
history, and call on all parties and political components to give priority to the
national interest, and avoid excitement and incitement, and adhere to a
political method that would spare Yemen from slipping into a situation of
chaos and violence, threatening its security, stability and unity, and to work
on implementing the outcomes of the national dialogue and the consolidation
of the political process that made Yemen, an example to be foliowed in the
peaceful settlement of differences.

The GCC countries would like to emphasize the need for the Security Council
to assume its responsibility by implementing what is contained in its
resolution 2140 (2014} concerning the imposition of sanctions on individuals
and entities that hinder, or undermine the success of the political
transformation process as set out in the initiative of the GCC countries and
its implementation mechanism.
